"| BELIEVE WITH COMPLETE FAITH IN THE ARRIVAL OF THE MOSHIACH.
"AND THOUGH HE MAY TARRY, | SHALL WAIT EACH DAY, ANTICIPATING HISARRIVAL."
Maimonides, Principles of the Faith, No. 12

The Netzarim & Orthodox Rabbis have prophesied about the conditions just before the Messiah
COMeS.

“He will not arrive on the Sabbath, since that would require people to violate the Sabbath in
welcoming him [Babylonian Talmud Pesahim 13a]. [ The prophet] Elijah [who is supposed to usher in the
messianic age] will arrive no later in the week than Thursday, leaving room for the Messiah to arrive by
Friday. Elijah will announce the arrival of the Messiah from Mount Carmel in the Land of Israel [Jerusalem
Talmud Pesahim 3:6].”

"In the footsteps of the Messiah, arrogance [chutzpah] will increase; prices will rise; grapes will be
abundant but wine will be costly; the government will turn into heresy; and there will be no reproach. The
meeting place [of scholars] will become a bordello; the Galilee will be destroyed; the highland will lie
desolate; the border people will wander from city to city and none will show them compassion; the wisdom
of authors will stink; sin-fearing people will be detested; truth will be missing; young men will humiliate
the elderly; the elderly will stand while the young sit; sons will revile their fathers; daughters will strike
their mothers, brides will strike their mothers-in-law; and a man's enemies will take over his house. The
face of the generation is like the face of adog! Sons have no shame in front of their fathers; and on whom
can one depend? Only upon our father in heaven [Sotah 9:15]."

"The son of David will not arrive until informers are everywhere...Until there are few students
left...Until the last coin is gone from the pocket...Until people despair of redemption...asif thereisno
support or help for Isragel [BT Sanhedrin 97a]."

“...yeshall hear of warsand rumors of wars; seethat ye be not troubled: for these things must needs
come to pass; but the end isnot yet. For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against



kingdom; and there shall be famines and earthquakesin divers places. But all these thingsarethe
beginning of travail. Then shall they deliver you up unto tribulation, and shall kill you: and ye shall
be hated of all the nationsfor my name's sake. And then shall many stumble, and shall deliver up one
another, and shall hate one another. And many false prophets shall arise, and shall lead many astray.
And because iniquity shall be multiplied, the love of the many shall wax cold. But hethat endureth to
the end, the same shall be saved. (M atthew 24:6-13)”

Rapidly conditions just like this are spreading, starting in Israel spreading all over the world. The
violence is already beginning in the usually quiet, little, mountaintop mystical city of Sefad, in far North
Galilee.. True Believers against the dividing of the Land stand in solidarity with our Jewish brethren
opposing the withdrawal from Gush Katif, Gaza and Northern Shomron or any other part of Isragl. Itis
especialy repulsive that Israel is poised for abloodbath. A friend told me never in the history of modern
Israel isthe nation so close to Civil War.

Demonstrators staged a sit-in at rush hour 5 PM on Wednesday, June 29", 2005. People blocked
traffic, and crossed their legs and crossed their arms and held hands and made an orange chain. And
chanted, "Jews don’t expel Jews." In the beginning it was mostly teenagers who were blocking the street
but later alot of peoplejoined them. However, traffic moved for anyone who really had a need to get
through.

The Israeli policeman came, they were"Yasam," the Riot Police and dragged demonstrators out of
the street, beating and kicking them. But the people kept returning. Every time they went back, the police
kicked and beat them harder and harder. They're like pit bulls. They got out of the car and they didn’t look
to theright or the left, they didn't assess the situation. They just attacked. And they didn’t care whom.

Then the Druze policeman, that have no tie to the Land, came in using harsher methods literally
cracking peoples’ heads open, and after their heads was cracked open, they kept beating them all the more.
It isreported that one of them pick up ateenaged girl and throw her down on the ground extremely hard
breaking bones.

After everyone saw how violent the Riot Police were the streets cleared up real fast. Nobody
wanted to get in their way, except one brave young Sefad girl who walked up to the Riot Police and
singled one of them out, the most brutal of the four standing there. He had blue eyes and blonde hair, and
she said in Hebrew, "I want to give you a blessing. | want to bless you that HaShem (Y ahweh) will give
you the proper understanding of what isgoing on in Eretz Israel (Land of Isragl). Now you just have to say
"Amien". Sothen all four of the grey uniformed men said, "amien". And she just walked away.

Last week | dealt with the great End time War of the Worlds, but now | want to take you into that
wonderful Age of Messiah. | believe we need it!

“[In the Messianic Age] there shall be no gloom to her that wasin anguish. In the former
time [Yahweh] brought into contempt the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali; but in the latter
time hath He madeit glorious, by the way of the (Dead) sea, beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the
nations.

The peoplethat walked in darkness have seen a great light: they that dwelt in theland of the
shadow of death, upon them hath the light shined. Thou hast multiplied the nation, thou hast
increased their joy: they joy before thee according to thejoy in harvest, as men r g oice when they
divide the spoail.

For the yoke of hisburden, and the staff of his shoulder, therod of hisoppressor, thou hast
broken asin the day of Midian. For all thearmor of the armed man in the tumult, and the gar ments
rolled in blood, shall befor burning, for fuel of fire.

For unto usa child isborn (YahShua), unto usa son is given; and the government shall be
upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Pele-yoez-El-gibbor -Abi-ad-sar-shalom (Wonderful
(pele {peh'-leh}), Counsellor (ya'ats {yaw-ats}), Mighty (gibbor { ghib-bore’}) El, Everlasting Father (ad
Ab) , Prince of Peace (Sar Shalom)). Of theincrease of His government and of peace there shall be no
end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to establish it, and to uphold it with justice
and with righteousness from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of Yahweh of hostswill perform this.
(Isaiah 9:1-7)"



Isaiah and the whol e of the Prophets of Israel declare that in contrast to this present age of war,
gloom, and despair, there is coming an age when peace will reign universally. It will begin with the coming
of the Messiah, our promised future king.

"Behold, days are coming,' declares Yahweh, “when | will make a New Covenant with the House of
Israel and with the house of YaHudah, not like the covenant which | made with their fathersin the
day | took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke,
although | was a husband to them," declaresthe Sovereign. " But thisisthe covenant which | will
make with the house of |srael after those days,” declaresYahweh., " | will put My Torah within
them, and on their heart | will writeit; and | will betheir Elohim, and they shall be My people.
(Jeremiah 31:31-33)"

“For He has clothed me with garments of salvation, He has wrapped me with arobe of righteousness,
as a bridegroom decks himself with a garland, and as a bride ador ns her self with her jewels. (Isaiah
61:10)"

After the Battle of Jehosephat, Israel receives blessings. Y ahweh shall be King over all the earth
during the Millennium. Y ahweh will gather the rest of the tribes of Israel that were scattered throughout the
nations and bring them back to their land. And they will realize that they were scattered because of their
trespasses against Y ahweh. And they will realize that if they had followed Y ahweh, He would bless them.
"Then | passed by you and saw you, and behold, you were at thetimefor love; so| spread My skirt
over you and covered your nakedness. | also sworeto you and entered into a covenant with you so
that you became Mine," declaresthe Sovereign Yahweh. " Then | bathed you with water, washed off
your blood from you, and anointed you with oil. | also clothed you with embroidered cloth, and put
sandals of por poise skin on your feet; and | wrapped you with finelinen and covered you with silk.
And | adorned you with ornaments, put bracelets on your hands, and a necklace around your neck. |
also put aringin your nostril, earringsin your ears, and a beautiful crown on your head. Thusyou
wer e adorned with gold and silver, and your dresswas of finelinen, silk, and embroidered cloth. You
atefineflour, honey, and oil; so you wer e exceedingly beautiful and advanced to royalty. Then your
fame went forth among the nations on account of your beauty, for it was perfect because of My
splendor which | bestowed on you," declaresthe Sovereign Yahweh. (Ezekiel 16:8-14)”

“And | will pour on the House of David and on theinhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and
supplication; then they will look on M e whom they pierced. Yes, they will mourn for Him asone
mournsfor hisonly son, and grieve for Him asone grievesfor afirstborn.In that day there shall bea
great mourning in Jerusalem, like the mourning at Hadad Rimmon in the plain of M egiddo.
(Zechariah 12: 10,11)"

Isaiah begins his announcement of the change from this present age to the Messianic Age by
informing us there will be no more gloom for those in anguish; in the past Y ahweh humbled the northern
lands of Zebulun and Naphtali, but in the future he will honor Galilee. Why? It is for two reasons because
that is the beginning lines of defense, but mainly because it was the original center of the Netzarim. “The
people that walked in darkness have seen a great light: they that dwelt in the land of the shadow of
death, upon them hath thelight shined. (Isaiah 9:2)"

Malachi used similar words concerning the Messianic Age when he said that the “ sun of
righteousness will rise with healing in hiswings’ (4:2). So the people in the north who have suffered so
much have the prospect of awonderful new beginning.

The*“light” will shine on people who were walking in “ darkness.” Rabbi MattenY ahu (Matthew)
quotes this very text in conjunction with the beginning of King Messiah YahShua' s ministry in Galilee. It
was in Galilee that Rebbe Y ahShua began His ministry, with His teachings and His miracles, He
demonstrated that He was indeed this Messiah.

“In[Messiah] was life; and the life wasthe light of men. And the light shineth in the darkness; and
the darkness apprehended it not... Therewasthetrue light, even the light which lighteth every man,
coming into theworld. Hewasin theworld, and the world was made through him, and the world
knew him not. He came unto hisidea, and they that were hisidea could not contain him. But as many
asreceived him, to them gave he theright to become children of Yahweh, even to them that believe
on hisname: who were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of

Y ahweh. (John 1:4,5,9-13)"



It isMessiah’s proclamation of the Kingdom through salvation and His demonstration of that
Kingdom when He wrestles the World away from the Sitre Ahurah by force that ends the despair, for
Believersin Him are not lost in gloom and despair, for they have the realization of the Kingdom in their
hearts and they know that what He promised will come to pass at His coming.

“Thus says Yahweh: " Keep justice, and do righteousness, for My salvation isabout to come, and My
righteousnessto berevealed. Blessed isthe man who does this, and the son of man who lays hold on it; who
keeps from defiling the Sabbath, and keeps his hand from doing any evil.

Do not let the son of the foreigner who hasjoined himself to Yahweh speak, saying, " Yahweh has
utterly separated me from His peopl€e” ; nor let the eunuch say, "Herel am, adry tree." For thussays'Yahweh:
" Tothe eunuchswho keep My Sabbaths, and choose what pleases M e, and hold fast My covenant, even to them
I will givein My House and within My walls a place and a name better than that of sons and daughters; | will
givethem an everlasting name that shall not be cut off.

Also the sons of the foreigner who join themselvesto Yahweh, to serve Him, and to love the name of
Yahweh, to be His servants-- Everyone who keeps from defiling the Sabbath, and holds fast My covenant-- Even
them | will bringto My holy mountain, and makethem joyful in My house of prayer. Their burnt offerings and
their sacrificeswill be accepted on My altar; for My house shall be called a house of prayer for all nations." The
Sover eign Yahweh, who gather sthe outcasts of Israel, says, " Yet | will gather to him others besides those who
are gathered to him." (Isaiah 56:1-6)"

“...inthelatter time hath [M essiah] made [the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali] glorious, by
the way of the sea, beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the nations. (Isaiah 9:1)" Aswe emerge out of
Jordan, many of uswill go to Galilee and settle there bringing our joy with us. “ And you (Gentiles) He made
alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins, in which you once walked accor ding to the cour se of thisworld,
according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit who now worksin the sons of disobedience, among
whom also we all once conducted ourselvesin thelusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the
mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just asthe others.

But Yahweh, whoisrich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we
weredead in trespasses, made us alive together with Messiah ...and raised us up together, and made us sit
together in the heavenly placesin Messiah YahShua, that in the agesto come He might show the exceeding
riches of Hisgracein Hiskindnesstoward usin Messiah YahShua. For by grace you have been saved through
faith, and that not of yourselves; it isthe gift of Yahweh, not of works, lest anyone should boast. For we are His
workmanship, created in Messiah YahShua for good works, which Yahweh prepared beforehand that we should
walk in them.

Ther eforeremember that you, once Gentilesin the flesh--who are called Uncircumcision by what is
called the Circumcision madein the flesh by hands-- that at that time you werewithout M essiah, being aliens
from the commonwealth of |srael and stranger s from the covenants of promise, having no hope and without
Yahweh in theworld. But now in M essiah Y ahShua you who once were far off have been brought near by the
blood of Messiah. (Ephesians 2:1-13)” We return from Petra as full citizens of the Commonwealth of Isragl.
Second class to no one. The zeal of Yahweh of hostswill do this.

The Messiah will then rebuild the Temple in Jerusalem.
“1 will shake all nations, and [Israel] shall cometo the Desire of All Nations (Or the desire of all
nations), and | will fill this Temple with glory,' says Yahweh of hosts.” The silver isMine, and the
gold isMine,' says Yahweh of hosts." The glory of thislatter Temple shall be greater than the
former,' says Yahweh of hosts. " And in thisplace | will give peace,' says Yahweh of hosts. (Haggai
2:7,8,9)"
“Then | looked, and behold, aLamb standing on Mount Zion, and with Him one hundred and forty-
four thousand, havingHis Father's name written on their foreheads. And | heard a voice from
heaven, like the voice of many waters, and like the voice of loud thunder. And | heard the sound of
harpists playing their harps. They sang asit were a new song before the throne, before the four living
creatures, and the elders; and no one could learn that song except the hundred and forty-four
thousand who wer e redeemed from the earth. These are the ones who wer e not defiled with women,
for they arevirgins. These are the ones who follow the Lamb wherever He goes. These were
redeemed from among men, being firstfruitsto Yahweh and to the Lamb. And in their mouth was
found no deceit, for they arewithout fault before the throne of Yahweh. (Revelation 14:1-5)"

According to the Sages, Elijah will be High Priest in Messianic days. Thisis expressly stated in
the Targum Jonathan on Ex. 40:10, he will ancint the Messiah with the sacred oil, the composition of which
was among the things unknown in the second Temple, but to be restored by Elijah (Tanch. on Ex. 23:20).



“ After these things| looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one could number, of all
nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues, standing beforethe throne and before the Lamb, clothed with
white robes, with palm branchesin their hands, and crying out with a loud voice, saying, " Salvation
belongsto our Elohim who sitson thethrone, and to the Lamb!" All the angels stood around the
throne and the eldersand the four living creatures, and fell on their faces befor e the throne and

wor shiped Yahweh, saying: " Amien! blessing and glory and wisdom, thanksgiving and honor and
power and might, beto our Elohim forever and ever. Amien."

Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, " Who arethese arrayed in white robes, and
wheredid they come from?" And | said to him, " Sir, you know." So he said to me, " These are the
oneswho come out of the great tribulation, and washed their robes and made them whitein the blood
of the Lamb. Therefore they are before the throne of Yahweh, and serve Him day and night in His
Temple. And Hewho sitson the throne will dwell among them. They shall neither hunger anymore
nor thirst anymore; the sun shall not strike them, nor any heat; for the Lamb whoisin the midst of
the throne will shepherd them and lead them to living fountains of waters. And Y ahweh will wipe
away every tear from their eyes." (Revelation 7:9-17)"

On the original coronation stone the Messiah will be anointed. “I am the Elohim of Beth-el,
wherethou anointedst a pillar, wherethou vowedst a vow unto me: now arise, get thee out from this
land, and return unto theland of thy nativity. (Genesis 31:13)"

Histhrone will be in the Holy of Holiesin the Temple from where he will judge the nations.
"When the Son of Man comesin Hisglory, and all the holy angelswith Him, then He will sit on the
throne of Hisglory. All the nationswill be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from
another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats. And He will set the sheep on Hisright hand,
but the goats on the left. Then the King will say to those on Hisright hand, " Come, you blessed of
My Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of theworld: for | was
hungry and you gave Mefood; | wasthirsty and you gave Medrink; | wasa stranger and you took
Mein; | wasnaked and you clothed Me; | wassick and you visited Me; | wasin prison and you came
toMe'

Then therighteous will answer Him, saying, " King, when did we see You hungry and feed
You, or thirsty and give You drink? When did we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and
clothe You? Or when did we see You sick, or in prison, and cometo You?' And the King will answer
and say to them, " Assuredly, | say to you, inasmuch asyou did it to one of the least of these My
brethren, you did it toMe.'

Then He will also say to those on the left hand, " Depart from M e, you cursed, into the
everlasting fire prepared for the devil and hisangels: for | was hungry and you gave M e no food; |
wasthirsty and you gave Meno drink; | wasa stranger and you did not take Mein, naked and you
did not clothe Mg, sick and in prison and you did not visit Me.'

Then they also will answer Him, saying, " King, when did we see You hungry or thirsty or a
stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to You?' Then Hewill answer them,
saying, " Assuredly, | say to you, inasmuch asyou did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not
doittoMe'

And these will go away into everlasting punishment, but the righteousinto eternal life.
(Matthew 25:31-46)"

“And asit isappointed for men to die once, but after thisthe judgment, so M essiah was offered once
to bear the sinsof many. To those who eagerly wait for Him He will appear a second time, apart
from sin, for salvation. (Hebrews 9:27,28)"

“Then the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet who worked signsin his presence, by
which he deceived those who received the mark of the beast and those who wor shiped hisimage.
Thesetwo wer e cast alive into the lake of fire burning with brimstone. (Revelation 19:20)”

“Then | saw an angel coming down from heaven, having the key to the bottomless pit and a great
chain in hishand. Helaid hold of the dragon, that ser pent of old, who isthe Devil and Satan, and
bound him for athousand years; and he cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up,

and set a seal on him, so that he should deceive the nations no more till the thousand yearswere
finished. But after these things he must be released for alittle while. (Revelation 20:1-3)”



Y ahweh will rule over the nations of the world " with arod of iron".
“But with righteousness He shall judge the poor, and decide with equity for the meek of the earth; He
shall strike the earth with the rod of His mouth, and with the breath of HislipsHe shall day the
wicked. (Isaiah 11:4)”

" Inthat day the Branch of Yahweh will be beautiful and glorious, and the fruit of the earth will be
the pride and the adornment of the survivorsof I1srael. And it will come about that hewhoisleft in
Zion and remainsin Jerusalem will be called holy ---everyone who isrecorded for lifein Jerusalem.
When the Lord has washed away thefilth of the daughters of Zion, and purged the bloodshed of
Jerusalem from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and the spirit of burning, then Yahweh will
create over the whole area of Mount Zion and over her assemblies a cloud by day, even smoke, and
the brightness of a flaming fire by night; for over all the glory will be a canopy (chuppah). (Isaiah
4:5)"

“... I heard, asit were, the voice of a great multitude and asthe sound of many watersand asthe
sound of mighty peals of thunder, saying, " HalleluYah! For Yahweh our Elohim, El Shaddai reigns.
Let usrejoice and be glad and givethe glory to Him, for the marriage of the Lamb has come and His
bride has made herself ready.” And it was given to her to clothe her self in finelinen, bright and
clean; for thefinelinen istherighteous acts of the saints. And he said to me, " Write, "Blessed are
those who areinvited to the marriage supper of the Lamb." And he said to me, " These arethetrue
words of Yahweh. (Revelation 19:6-9)"

world are become the kingdoms of our King, and of hisMessiah; and he shall reign for ever and ever.
(Revélation 11:15)”

“...I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and | saw the souls of
them that were beheaded for the witness of YahShua, and for theword of Yahweh, and which had
not wor shipped the beast, neither hisimage, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or
in their hands; and they lived and reigned with M essiah a thousand years...Blessed and holy ishe
that hath part in thefirst resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be
priests of Yahweh and of M essiah, and shall reign with him a thousand years.( Rev. 20:4)”

“To him that over cometh will | grant to sit with me in my throne, even as| also overcame, and am set
down with my Father in histhrone.(Revelation 3:21)”

“...hesaid unto him, Well, thou good servant: because thou hast been faithful in a very little, have
thou authority over ten cities. And the second came, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained five
pounds. And he said likewise to him, Be thou also over fivecities. (Luke 19:17)"

“But in the last daysit shall cometo pass, that the mountain of the house of Yahweh shall be
established in the top of the mountains, and it shall be exalted above the hills; and people shall flow
unto it. And many nations shall come, and say, Come, and let us go up to the mountain of Yahweh,
and to the house of the Elohim of Jacob; and he will teach us of hisways, and we will walk in his
paths: for the law shall go forth of Zion, and the word of Yahweh from Jerusalem. And he shall
judge among many people, and rebuke strong nations afar off; and they shall beat their swordsinto
plowshares, and their spearsinto pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up a sword against nation,
neither shall they learn war any more...And | will make her that halted a remnant, and her that was
cast far off a strong nation: and Y ahweh shall reign over them in mount Zion from henceforth, even
for ever.

Yahweh iswell pleased for hisrighteousness sake; he will magnify the Torah, and
make it honourable. (Isaiah 42:4,21)"

“Hearken unto me, my people; and give ear unto me, O my nation: for alaw shall proceed from me,
and | will make my judgment to rest for alight of the people. (Isa.51:4)"

“...Yahweh shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall there be one Yahweh, and his name
one... And it shall cometo pass, that every onethat isleft of all the nations which came against
Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the King, Yahweh of hosts, and to keep the
feast of tabernacles. And it shall be, that whoso will not come up of all the families of the earth unto
Jerusalem to wor ship the King, Yahweh of hosts, even upon them shall be no rain. And if the family
of Egypt go not up, and come not, that have no rain; there shall be the plague, wherewith Yahweh
will smite the heathen that come not up to keep the feast of tabernacles.

At the end of the millennium, the Lucifer is released and heads for Magog to mount afinal attack
on the Kingdom of Y ahweh All the wicked far and wide head for Russia.

“Now when the thousand year s have expired, haSatan will be released from his prison and will go out
to deceive the nationswhich arein the four cornersof the earth, Gog and M agog, to gather them
together to battle, whose number isasthe sand of the sea. They went up on the breadth of the earth
and surrounded the camp of the saints and the beloved city. And fire came down from Y ahweh out of
heaven and devoured them. The devil, who deceived them, was cast into the lake of fire and
brimstone wherethe beast and the false prophet are. And they will be tormented day and night
forever and ever. (Revelation 20:7-10)"

“THOU HAST DEFILED (or desecrated) THY SANCTUARIESBY THE MULTITUDE OF THINE
INIQUITIES, BY THE INIQUITY OF THY TRAFFIC; THEREFORE WILL | BRING FORTH (or
made) A FIRE FROM THE MIDST OF THEE, IT SHALL DEVOUR (or has consumed) THEE,
AND | WILL BRING (or reduced) THEE TO ASHES UPON THE EARTH (or ground) IN THE
SIGHT OF ALL THEM THAT BEHOLD THEE (or werewatching). ALL THEY THAT KNOW
THEE AMONG THE PEOPLE (or all thenations) SHALL BE ASTONISHED (or appalled) AT
THEE: THOU SHALT BE A TERROR (or you have cometo a horrible end-N1V), AND NEVER

appointed Day of Judgment! (Revelation 20:7-15)

Everyone goes up to the Great White Throne in the Heavenlies to witness and experience
Judgment.

While we are there, a new Heaven and a new Earth is made for the righteous.
"And | saw a great whitethrone, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven
fled away; and there wasfound no place for them. (Revelation 20:11)"
“...the heavens and the earth which are now preserved by the same word, arereserved for fire until
the day of judgment and per dition of ungodly men. But, beloved, do not forget thisone thing, that



with Yahweh one day isas athousand years, and a thousand years as one day. Yahweh isnot slack
concer ning His promise, as some count slackness, but islongsuffering toward us, not willing that any
should perish but that all should cometo repentance. But the day of Yahweh will come asa thief in
the night, in which the heavens will pass away with a great noise, and the elementswill melt with
fervent heat; both the earth and the worksthat arein it will be burned up. Therefore, since all these
things will be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness,
looking for and hastening the coming of the day of Y ahweh, because of which the heavenswill be
dissolved, being on fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat? Nevertheless we, according to
His promise look for new heavens and a new earth in which righteousness dwells. Therefore, beloved,
looking forward to these things, be diligent to be found by Him in peace, without spot and blameless
(2 Peter 3:7-14).”

The Fallen Angels shall be judged, for from the moment the invaders arrived, breathed our air, ate,
and drank our food and water, and laid with our women, they were doomed to judgment.
“YAHWEH SPARED NOT THE ANGELS THAT SINNED, BUT CAST THEM DOWN TO HELL,
AND DELIVERED THEM INTO CHAINS OF DARKNESS, TO BE RESERVED UNTO
JUDGMENT (2 Peter 2:4).”
“THE ANGELSWHICH KEPT NOT THEIR FIRST ESTATE (Pre-Adamic World), BUT LEFT
THEIR OWN HABITATION (position), HE HATH RESERVED IN EVERLASTING CHAINS
UNDER DARKNESSUNTO THE JUDGMENT OF THE GREAT DAY (Jude6).”

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The wicked dead resurrect:

Matt.8:12 Weeping and wailing ar e conscious tor ments (L uke 12:47,48).
M att. 25:41 Depart into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and hisangels.
M att. 25:46 These go to everlasting punishment, but the righteousinto life eternal.
2 Pet. 2:9 The Lord knows how to keep the unrighteous under punishment for the day of judgment.
Jude 7 Sodom and Gomorrah are examples of suffering the punishment of eternal fire.
Jude 13 These people have the blackness of darknessreserved for them forever.
Rev.14:9-11 The smoke of their tor ment ascendsforever; they have no rest day or night.

As wee see our friends and love ones who would not accept salvation cast into Hell we grieve.
There will be finger pointing and accusation thrown at us from those facing judgment that will give us
regret. It isthen that our Sovereign gently wipes away our tears and we remember them no more.
“...I heard aloud voice from the throne, saying, " Behold, the Taber nacle of Yahweh isamong men,
and He shall dwell among them, and they shall be His people, and Yahweh Himself shall be among
them, and He shall wipe away every tear from their eyes; and there shall no longer be any death;
there shall nolonger be any mourning, or crying, or pain; the first things have passed away. (Rev.
21:3)”

And they shall build
houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and eat the fruit of them. They shall not
build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and another eat: for asthe days of a tree shall be the
days of my people, and my chosen shall long enjoy the work of their hands. They shall not labor in
vain, nor bring forth for calamity; for they arethe seed of the blessed of Yahweh, and their offspring
with them. And it shall come to passthat, beforethey call, | will answer; and while they are yet
speaking, | will hear. The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, and the lion shall eat straw like the
ox; and dust shall be the serpent'sfood.

And Hesaid to me, "It isdone! | am the and the , the Beginning and the End. | will give of the
fountain of thewater of life freely to him who thirsts. He who overcomes shall inherit all things, and |
will be his Elohim and he shall be My son... " Come, | will show you thebride, the Lamb'swife." ... a
great and high mountain, ... the great city, the holy Jer usalem, descending out of heaven from

Y ahweh, having the glory of Yahweh. Her light waslike a most precious stone, like ajasper stone,
clear ascrystal. Also she had a great and high wall with twelve gates, and twelve angels at the gates,
and nameswritten on them, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of Israel: three
gateson the east, three gateson the north, three gates on the south, and three gates on the west.

Now the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them wer e the namesof the twelve
apostles of the Lamb. And he who talked with me had a gold reed to measur e the city, its gates, and
itswall. Thecity islaid out asa square; itslength isasgreat asitsbreadth. And he measured the city
with the reed: twelve thousand furlongs. Itslength, breadth, and height are equal. Then he measured
itswall: one hundred and forty-four cubits, according to the measure of a man, that is, of an angel.
The construction of itswall was of jasper; and the city was pure gold, like clear glass. The
foundations of the wall of the city were adorned with all kinds of precious stones:. the first foundation
wasjasper, the second sapphire, the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald, the fifth sardonyx, the
sixth sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the tenth chrysoprase, the
eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth amethyst. The twelve gates wer e twelve pearls: each individual gate
was of one pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass. But | saw no Temple
in it, for the Sovereign Yahweh El Shaddai and the Lamb areits Temple. The city had no need of the



sun or of the moon to shinein it, for the glory of Yahweh illuminated it. The Lamb isitslight. And
the nations of those who ar e saved shall walk in itslight, and the kings of the earth bring their glory
and honor intoit. Its gates shall not be shut at all by day (there shall be no night there). And they
shall bring the glory and the honor of the nationsinto it. But there shall by no meansenter it

anything that defiles, or causesan abomination or alie, but only those who arewritten in the Lamb's
Book of Life. (Revelation 21)”
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
